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CHAPTER 1- INTRODUCTION

1-1.  GENERAL.  Explosive Ordnance Disposal (EOD) Refresher Training is conducted at Redstone Arsenal, Alabama by the U.S. Army EOD Training Department (EODTD), U.S. Army Ordnance Missile and Munitions Center and School.  The course length is 11 days, combining technical classroom and range training for Military Occupational Specialty (MOS) 55D/91E.

1-2.  SCOPE.  This pamphlet is intended as a source of administration and information for the EOD refresher-training program at Redstone Arsenal, Alabama.

d. E-mail addresses change as personnel rotate through the section.  Current E-mail addresses can be obtained by calling the EOD Refresher section.

CHAPTER 2- ACTIONS PRIOR TO DEPARTING HOME STATION

2-1 TRAINING REQUEST. The training request (appendix A) must be received by the EOD Refresher NCOIC NLT 30 working days prior to the arrival of the unit.  After reviewing the training request a representative of the EOD Refresher section or the EOD Training Department will contact the unit POC to discuss the requested training.

2-2 PERSONNEL. Training is specifically tailored to MOS 55D/91E and there is no need to bring administrative personnel.

2-3. SECURITY CLEARANCE. All MOS 55D and 91E personnel attending EOD Refresher Training must have a final SECRET clearance granted based on a current background investigation.  Such a clearance must be indicated on the individual’s orders.

2-4. TRAVEL ORDERS.

a. A copy of all participants travel orders are required to be sent to the EOD Refresher section of the EOD Training Department at least 15 working days prior to the start of training.  Individual orders must contain, as a minimum, name, SSN, grade, and security clearance with type of investigation completed.  It is strongly suggested that orders have VARIATION AUTHORIZED endorsement.

b. These orders are used for coordination between the EOD Training Department and other school elements.  Non arrivals or late arrival of these orders cause unnecessary delays during inprocessing.  Incomplete or incorrect personnel data negates its value for security processing.

2-5 ARRIVAL AND DEPARTURE INFORMATION.  Personnel should arrive the day before training begins.  Personnel will be contacted by an EOD Refresher representative NLT 5 working days prior to the arrival of the unit to verify the arrival information and coordinate the meeting location and time.  Listed is the minimum information required:

a. Mode of travel.

b. Time and place of arrival.

c. Rank and listing of personnel, annotate female soldiers (for room assignments).

d. Special requirements.  I.e. boxed lunches, storage for sensitive items etc.

2-6 BILLETING. 


a. Billets (barracks room) are not available on Redstone Arsenal.  Billeting arrangements should be made through Redstone Arsenal Trailblazer, DSN 746-5713/8028 commercial (256) 837-4130.  If no rooms are available reserve rooms on the economy.

2-7 VEHICLES. Individuals attending training will be required to operate military equipment and military vehicles.  A current state and military vehicle operator’s license issued at the personnel’s home station will be honored at Redstone Arsenal.

2-8. DEPENDANTS. Accommodations are not available for the temporary housing of dependants.  EOD personnel will live in the Guest housing or hotels and will pursue a rigorous two-week training program.  Accompaniment of dependants is not considered in the best interest of the personnel participating in this training.

2-9 MAIL. Mail services are not routinely provided due to the short time the personnel are attending training at Redstone Arsenal.  Faxes, E-mail, and expedited mail (UPS, FEX-EX, etc) may be received at the EOD Training Department, U.S. Postal Overnight Express should not be used as it is delayed by the post mailroom.
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2-10.  EQUIPMENT.

a. The EODTD maintains EOD tools, equipment, and publications for use during training at Redstone Arsenal.  Equipment will be issued on the first day of training and turned in on the last day of training.  The team leader is responsible for accounting for all equipment and making sure any deficiencies are brought to the attention of the EOD Refresher NCOIC.


b. Items of equipment individual soldiers will bring are listed below.

(1) Padlock (to secure individual wall lockers)

(2) Kevlar Helmet

(3) Hearing Protection

(4) Protective Eyewear

(5) Leather Work Gloves

(6) Flak Vest

(7) Night Vision Devices (for tunnel exercise)

(8) NBC Gear(based on training requested)

(9) Team leader books(optional)





(10) Cold/wet weather gear (optional)

(11)  Team laptops





(12) AEODPS


2-11.UNIFORM.

a.  Serviceable battle dress uniform (BDU) is the duty uniform and will worn IAW AR 670-1.


b. Downrange uniforms and boots, which get extremely soiled, may only be worn directly back to the EOD billets for redress.


c. When in uniform personnel items needed to accomplish the mission (EOD K-bar, Camelback waterbags etc.) will only be worn on McKinley Range.


d.  Although welcome to do so the EOD personnel attending EOD Refresher training are not required (by OMMCS) to conduct PT with Redstone Arsenal permanent party personnel.  If conducting PT during PT hours, the Physical Fitness Uniform (PFU) must be worn IAW AR 670-1.  
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2-12 RENTAL VEHICLES. A temporary registration pass for the rental vehicles can be obtained by personnel attending training at the post entrance gates or weekly passes at vehicle registration office.

2-13 PRIVATELY OWNED VEHICLES (POV). Personnel traveling by POV will not be required to obtain temporary on-post registration if the vehicle has a decal from their home 

station.

2-14. CLASSIFIED DOCUMENTS. Although the EODTD has all required classified CD’s, the Unit MUST bring AEODPS and Laptop Computers.  NAVSCHEOD Tech Div will bring latest update of AEODPS if unit doesn’t have it.  Also class will be given on how to use new AEODPS.

CHAPTER 3- ACTIONS UPON ARRIVAL TO REDSTONE ARSENAL

3-1. INPROCESSING.

a. During duty hours personnel will report to the EODTD, Bldg. 3307.  See appendix B.


b. After duty hours personnel will contact their EOD Refresher POC form the Post Exchange and will be escorted to the EODTD to secure NVGs, CDs, laptops, and other equipment.

 3-2. BILLETING. Billeting will be reserved at Redstone Arsenal Trailblazer or local hotels.

3-3 MESSING. Mess facilities are available and a one-hour lunch period is scheduled into EOD Refresher training.  During training on McKinley range personnel may request boxed lunches.  The boxed lunches are paid for, and picked up, by the personnel each morning prior to departing for the range.  The personnel must request the box lunches when faxing the personnel information.  Box lunches are not required.  The personnel attending training have the option of bringing their own lunches during range training days.  As meal cards are not issued, personnel should ensure that the orders reflect the appropriate TDY/per diem information.

3-4. SICK CALL – EMERGENCY CARE.  The Troop Medical and Dental Facilities are located Fox Army hospital.  The TMC hours are 0630-1500 Monday through Friday.  After duty hours soldiers must call the Triage Nurse at 955-8888.  The nurse can do a simple evaluation and recommend a next day appointment or that you proceed immediately to the hospital.  The EOD Refresher NCOIC should be notified immediately of all sick calls or emergencies regardless of severity. FOR LIFE THREATENING INJURIES OR ILLNESS 911 MAY BE CALLED.
3-5 ON-POST TRANSPORTATION. There is a post taxi for official transportation and a shuttle bus that runs round trip form the barracks to the PX, shoppette, local shopping mall and returns.  The tactical vehicles issued to the teams are for official use on McKinley Range and only leave the range for fuel or service.  The current bus schedule is posted on the barracks bulletin board and the post taxi phone number is 876-2261.
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3-6. DEPARTURE. Personnel should base their travel plans on leaving the day following the last day of training (normally Saturday).  Personnel attending training are normally released the day following the last day of training based on completion of the following:


a.  Clean up and inventory of team tools, equipment, and inventory.


b.  Publication inventory.


c. A written After Action Report (AAR) of EOD Refresher training is turned in to the EOD Refresher NCOIC.  This AAR is normally completed by the unit commander and unit First Sergeant.

The following is an explanation of the above listed scenarios:

a. Search Shack – Team approaches and accesses a suspected bomb- making shack.  Includes IED’s, X-ray techniques and interpretation, and remote access procedures.

b. Bunker Complex – Team must clear surface and underground area of bunker complex and report on items found.  Includes boobytraps and conventional ordnance.  Normally one team every 4 hours but two teams can train simultaneously if requested.  This scenario can be requested as the multi-team problem.  Same as above with transportation and disposal thrown in
c. Chemical Vent/Burn – Teams train on chemical open pit burns, as well as venting procedures used on chemical munitions.

d. Armor Download – Team will have the opportunity to familiarize with T72 and M1 tanks.  Team will also have an opportunity to view various other Soviet and U.S. armor.

e. Remove Lodged Projectiles – Team will have the opportunity to remove lodged projectiles from small bore and large bore weapons.  Explosive and non-explosive procedures.

f. Truck Bomb – Team trains on procedures, and the logical thinking process for accessing large vehicle IED’s.

g. Remote procedures – Familiarizes team on the remote removal of munitions from a building, in such a manner as to preclude damaging the structure.
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h. Minefield – Team trains on realistic minefields from different theaters of operation using up to date doctrine.

i. Aircraft Download – Team train on downloading and render safe procedures on the A10 Thunderbolt and AH1 Cobra.

j. Depleted Uranium – Team trains on limiting contamination while removing a DU round from a Soviet vehicle.

k. Multi-UXO – Teams train on realistic multiple UXO scenarios, which exist in the world today.  Response NCOs are given the full support available while running this scenario.

l. Multi-Team Area Clearance – Teams train on realistic area scenario without the input of the OPS cell.  The senior Team Leader present is given full support while running this scenario.

m. Bomb Making Facility – Teams requested to support Federal Law Enforcement post warrant.  Team will be required to facilitate the wants and desires of supported agency.
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
